THE PROFESSIONAL ACTOR TRAINING PROGRAM (PATP)

The PATP is a three-year conservatory program leading to a Master of Fine Arts
degree, designed to prepare students for careers in the professional theatre.
Ten actors are chosen every year from national auditions of approximately 1,000
candidates.

The rigorous training includes work in a
range of types and styles of performance,
including non-realistic, realistic, classical
and contemporary plays. The program is
intense and demanding, with actors
working from 9-5, Monday-Friday, with
an additional 25 hours per week spent in
rehearsals. The overall aim of the
program is to provide students with the
practical skills necessary to fully reveal
their artistic ideas. The PATP is
consistently ranked among the very best
graduate training programs in the nation.

About the Playwright

Ancient and modern historians like to repeat two stories about Euripides—both
likely untrue: that he had a daughter who was ripped apart by rabid dogs; and
that toward the end of his life, he left Athens to live in self-imposed exile in Ma-
cedonia, after his work was yet again passed over for prizes at the City Dionysia.
True or not, both these anecdotes point to what was certainly true about Eurip-
ides in his own time—that he won first prize for tragedy only five times, and that
he lived a reclusive life, away from town in a cave that overlooked the sea.

The youngest of the three great tragedians of Classical Athens, Euripides was
born about 480 BCE and died in 407-6 BCE. By chance, eighteen of his play
scripts survive (compared to seven each from Aeschylus and Sophocles), nearly

all from one alphabetically arranged manuscript uncovered in a monastery in the
14" Century CE.

In the Poetics, Aristotle quotes Sophocles as saying: ““| portray men as they ought
to be, and Euripides portrays them as they are.” This candor did not sit well with
Euripides’s contemporaries. Comic playwright Aristophanes in particular was
fond of parodying Euripides’s plays, fueled by a distaste for the tragedian’s strong
women and slave characters, and mixing of styles and genres. After his death,
Euripides became one of the most produced playwrights in the ancient world.

Euripides wrote The Bacchae toward the end of his life—while in seclusion, if not
exile—and the play was produced by his son at the City Dionysia after the play-
wright’s death. The Bacchae took first prize for tragedy that year (probably 405
BCE), along with Iphigenia in Aulis and Alcmaeon.
