About the Playwright

Born in Liverpool in 1964, Helen Edmundson studied Drama at Manches-
ter University. She gained wide acting, directing and devising experience
with the female agit-prop company, Red Stockings. Her other work in-
cludes two short television films, One Day (BBC, 1991) and Stella (Channel
4, 1992); Anna Karenina (1992), her first adaptation for Shared Experience
Theatre, which won a Time Out Award and the Theatre Managers’ Asso-
ciation Award for Best Touring Production; The Clearing (1993); War and
Peace (1996), co-commissioned by Shared Experience Theatre and the
Royal National Theatre where it received its premiere; and Coram Boy
(2005). The Mill on the Floss (1994) was her widely acclaimed adaptation
for the Shared Theatre Experience.
